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She's been dubbed the "indie acoustic pop queen" with a "penchant for songwriting." She's also known as a dynamic live performer "full of energy and passion, delivered with charm and more than a little wit." 

Singer/songwriter Jayne Sachs blasted onto the Dayton music scene in the mid–90s, quickly earning fans who appreciate her insightful lyrics and signature way of speaking to their emotions and experiences.  

"She presents simple, human truths in the language of poetry and with the depth of a novel", a fan recently said.

So the pages turn back....

In 1994, a music career wasn't something Jayne Sachs contemplated. But her first demo song, recorded for fun, ended up at the then well known modern rock station WOXY-FM and went into rotation. Surprised and somewhat dumbfounded, Sachs then scheduled a band show...but didn't HAVE a band.

It was that fateful show in 1994 at Canal Street Tavern in Dayton that was the impetus for Jayne to assemble her first group.

As WOXY-FM continued to show support ("and that first audience didn't throw perishable goods" she points out), in rock terms, it rolled from there. 

Within a year and a half, Jayne won the famed WOXY-FM 97Xposure tri-state band competition. And shortly after releasing her debut full length CD, this 

Dayton-based artist started getting national attention, earning the title 

"Best New Music" in the radio industry publication The Album Network, which also said a few years later "Jayne is ready to go nationwide."

Another national publication, Virtually Alternative out of LA named Sachs as one of six "Best Unsigned Bands in the USA".

With several radio stations in the region playing her music, Sachs started receiving requests to open for bigger acts and to perform at several high exposure events. She was also getting invitations to showcase at some major music festivals. A few of her songs were selected for nationally released CD compilations. She's also had success with songwriting contests, placing in the top five in her category at an international competition. 

"I write to perform and record. This motivates me. I cherish all three of those elements...the writing, the recording and taking it to stage," Jayne Sachs says. 

She has written and recorded four CDs, and her fourth album has been described as "truly remarkable...easily recognizable as a Jayne Sachs Band album, but one which bespeaks her growing willingness to share even more of herself and her life with her listeners...plus it's a 'headphone' CD!" 

That album is Sutures, an eleven-song CD recorded with her live group, the Jayne Sachs Band. Steve Van Etten on electric guitar, Scott Shiverdecker on bass and Kelly Morelock on drums. This is Jayne's third line-up, but one that has been with her for almost a decade!

Produced by Lij at his Nashville studio, Sutures ends a four-year period of her fans asking for a new CD. Sachs had taken some time away from recording to start a family. After her second child turned two, Sachs decided to head back into the studio in March of 2004. She and her band tracked during a ten-month period with the result being Sutures. 

Sachs has released three CDs prior. One Cincinnati paper had this to say about her last record, Velveteen Girl (late 2000) 

"One of the best Ohio releases put out this year is Velveteen Girl...a lovely artistic pop album that is as good as anything you'll likely hear on commercial radio these days. It's amazing that a major label hasn't sniffed this accessible, creative artist out yet." -- Cincinnati CityBeat

Her other CDs, Faye’s Flower and It's a Scream were released in 1996 and 1997.

"Very professional sounding and full of radio friendliness, this (It's a Scream) should be a favorite.  -- Everybody's News (Cincinnati) 

With her acoustic guitar in hand, Sachs does both solo shows as well as full band gigs. She's also a veteran of performing live from radio and television stations and was asked to appear twice on WB's national morning show "The Daily Buzz."

Whether it's a high-energy band show or a more laid-back solo acoustic set, Sachs has a diverse following who knows her lyrics and feels a certain intimacy with her music.

"Sachs’ musicality may pull you in from the street, but it's her mind that pulls you further, into her." -- Xray Cincinnati

Jayne's songs can be "a form of ethereal sarcasm only Sachs can make sound 

pretty before you realize she's really cutting someone a new one." -- Impact 
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
